Third Day Includes Expo Center on ‘Make Your Move Tour’ 
 
LOUISVILLE, KY (Feb. 17, 2011) – Multi-platinum rockers Third Day are coming to 
Broadbent Arena at the Kentucky Exposition Center on Thursday, May 5 at 7:30 p.m. as 
part of the band’s 40-city “Make Your Move Tour.” Joining Third Day will be special 
guests Tenth Avenue North and Trevor Morgan. Tickets for this exciting show go on 
sale at 10 a.m. tomorrow, Friday, Feb. 18, 2011.  
 
The “Make Your Move Tour” is in support of Third Day’s 11th studio album, “Move,” 
released in October 2010. “Move” debuted inside the Top 10 on the Billboard Top 200 
Albums and at No. 1 on the Billboard Top Current Contemporary Christian Chart. The 
Atlanta-based band, which consists of members Mac Powell, Tai Anderson, David Carr 
and Mark Lee will treat audiences to their long-time fan favorite hits and newly released 
singles that include “Lift Up Your Face,” “Make Your Move,” “Gone” and “Children of 
God.”  
 
Joining Third Day is Tenth Avenue North who first appeared on the music scene in 2008 
with its national debut album “Over and Underneath” that includes the hit single “By 
Your Side.” The band, Mike Donehey, Jason Jamison, Jeff Owen and Ruben Juarez, 
released their sophomore album, “The Light Meets the Dark” in May 2010 and it 
secured the No. 1 position on the Christian Album charts for iTunes and AmazonMP3 
and hit No. 15 on the Billboard Top 200 Albums. 
 
Franklin, Tenn. based Trevor Morgan will also take the stage as part of the “Make Your 
Move Tour.” Morgan, a Dove Award-winning singer and songwriter, will release his first 
solo project in the Spring 2011 through Third Day’s Consuming Fire record label.  
 
Tickets for Third Day’s May 5 show in Broadbent Arena are $28, limited floor reserved 
seating, and $17, reserved seating. Tickets will be available for purchase at the 
Kentucky Exposition Center, the Kentucky International Convention Center and the KFC 
Yum!
